III. PURPOSE

A. The purpose of this Radiological Protection Emergency Annex is to define and to provide guidance for the development and operation of a viable radiological protection program during any emergency or disaster situation and to ensure completion of required emergency actions.

IV. SITUATION 

A. The Monmouth County Health Department- Hazardous Material Unit has radiological monitoring/detection equipment and will most likely be called upon to conduct radiological monitoring within and jurisdiction in the county. In addition, Neptune Township Emergency Management, Middletown Fire Department, Special Operations Unit, and Southard Fire Department, Howell Township have some radiological monitoring/detection equipment. All of which could be called upon for an incident occurring or impacting (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME). 
B. The (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) Office of Emergency Management will be the lead agency for coordinating Radiological related activities. The Monmouth County Health Department Hazardous Material Unit will respond or designate the proper entity to respond to all Radiological Emergencies.
C. The Municipal Fire Prevention Bureau or Fire Inspector will identify businesses that are involved with handling or storing Radiological materials. The Fire Bureau or Inspector, when qualified, will also lend assistance when requested.

The Monmouth County Health Department will respond in most all cases to handle any Radiological monitoring. VI. OPERATIONS AND CONTROL

A. During periods of heightened risk, the (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) Office of Emergency Management will activate the Emergency Operations Center or establish a Unified Command Structure that will include a representative of the appropriate responding HAZMAT Unit.
B. The following is a description of the actions to be taken during periods of heightened risk:
1. Notification of the impending situation, whether it be a transportation accident or a       fixed site laboratory.

2. Recall duty status of the Local Health Department, OEM representatives, and other emergency response organizations. 
3. Notify Monmouth County Health Department 

4. Notify Monmouth County OEM

5. Instruct responding agencies to respond to the (INSERT LOCATION IF YOU HAVE A DESIGNATED STAGING AREA) or to the designated staging area as designated by the Incident Commander or OEM Coordinator which shall serve as the coordination/staging site for all radiological emergencies providing that this site is not affected by the situation.
C. The Office of Emergency Management will in cooperation with responding agencies will, as appropriate initiate the following tasks:
1.  Establish a Unified Command Structure 

2.  Deploy trained radiological personnel.
3.  Conduct field monitoring, determine safety zones and distribute any available dosimeters.

D. The following is a description of the manor in which direction and control will be accomplished:

1. Radiological monitoring direction and control will emanate from the EOC or the Incident Command Post.

2. The Incident/Unified Command will request assistance from the outside agencies through (INSERT THE APPROPRIATE DISPATCH/COMMUNICATIONS CENTER)
3. The Municipal Fire Prevention/Inspection Bureau will respond to the scene if requested.

4. At the request of the Emergency Management Coordinator.

a. The (INSERT THE APPROPRIATE DISPATCH/COMMUNICATIONS CENTER) dispatch will contact the Monmouth County OEM to request the following:

            Radiological equipment/resources 

            Additional personnel as needed. 
b. In addition, the (INSERT APPROPRIATE DISPATCH/COMMUNICATIONS       CENTER) police dispatch will contact the NJDEP (1-877 WARN DEP) for notification and response if needed.

c. State Radiological personnel would report to the DESIGNATED STAGING AREA for CHECK-IN AND deployment.

5. The MCOEM will maintain a recall roster for the radiological monitoring group at the county level.
6. The Municipal OEMC and/or Unified Command will establish an appropriate staffing schedule that ensures qualified staffing is available throughout the incident. 
7. The State Radiological personnel and other responding agencies will coordinate with the Municipal OEMC and/or Unified Command to ensure their agencies are appropriately staffed throughout the incident, as per their respective department’s SOPs/SOGs. 
B. Ways in which the radiological monitoring group will interact with other agencies during an emergency include:
1. The (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) Office of Emergency Management Coordinator will be advised and dispatched to the incident.

2. The (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) Emergency Management Coordinator will   be the Incident Commander with assistance of the Monmouth County Health Department Hazardous Material Coordinator.
3. The Fire Bureau inspector or Fire Official if needed will assist the OEM.

4. The Monmouth County Health Department will communicate with the following agencies as outlined within the Incident Action Plan:

        Police Department

        Fire Department

        Public Works

        Emergency Medical Services

        NJDEP

        Monmouth County OEM

5. The OEMC will respond to the EOC or Incident Command Post during a radiological emergency and will work with the Unified Command to manage and/or support incident activities from there.

6. The radiological monitoring group in the field will report appropriate information      to the EOC or Incident Command Post via two-way radio, cellular telephone, or other method as determined by Unified Command. 
C. The Monmouth County Health Department has seventeen (17) radiological monitoring units. Of these units one (1) is supplied and calibrated by NJOEM RAD UNIT. 
      These units are rotated and exchanged on four (4) year cycles.

D. The OEMC will maintain dosage records for emergency service personnel in the   EOC. 
The Radiological Response team leaders will be responsible for reporting the dosimeter readings to the Incident/Unified commander.

The OEMC will assign a recording secretary to the Incident Command Post to maintain dosage control records of the Emergency workers, who will ensure that the results are read and reviewed at appropriate intervals (every 10 Minutes).

E. The (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) Office of Emergency Management Coordinator in coordination with the Unified Command will provide for a system that controls the exposure of personnel within the municipality of (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) to Hazardous substances including the decontamination of response personnel, equipment, supplies, instruments, and facilities. These exposure limits will be in accordance with federal standards and are attached to this annex/emergency support function.
Jersey Shore Medical Center and the other area hospitals can assist in decontamination of personnel who are exposed. This will be coordinated through the Monmouth County OEM, Fire Marshall, and Hazardous Material Decontamination Plan. The Emergency Management Coordinator will oversee the local function with the assistance of the other emergency response coordinators.

This will include the following procedures:

Developing a radiation monitoring and recording system

Develop a system of setting up monitoring stations around facilities to identify contaminated areas.

The identification of contaminated areas

The establishment of decontamination procedures for the following:

      Response personnel

      Equipment

      Instruments

      Supplies

This will be accomplished through mutual aid from the Monmouth County Health Department, NJDEP, and the New Jersey Office of Emergency Management.

      The OEMC and/or Unified Command will be responsible for the following:

        Controlling the exposure of personnel

        Rotating emergency response personnel

        Providing for a dosimeter recording secretary

        Monitoring meteorological data

        Securing and corroding off contaminated areas

In order to obtain medical treatment for contaminated persons, Jersey Shore Medical Center will be contacted.

F. The (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) OEM coordinates with the MCOEM to ascertain exposure levels during a radiation emergency.

The OEMC would utilize field monitoring teams from mutual aid agencies, which       will be coordinated through the Monmouth County Hazardous Material Plan. 
Instrument readings would be reported to the Incident Commander where they are to be recorded by the recording secretary.

The exposure rate would be reported (every 10 Minutes).

The State RDO would estimate population exposure with field monitoring data and meteorological data, the quantity of materials released.

VI. RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for implementing this annex and directing the Radiological Protection response.

B. (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) has no SOPs\ that address how the Radiological Protection function will accomplish their emergency response.

C. (INSERT MUNICIPAL NAME) will coordinate with the Monmouth County Office of Emergency Management to obtain radiological monitoring equipment for trained hazardous material teams within the county. 
D. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for ensuring that all emergency support services, vital facilities, and essential industries that handle radiological products have trained radiological protection personnel, radiological response team personnel and have the appropriate radiological monitoring devices and procedures in place. 
E. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for ensuring that the (INSERT NAME OF MUNICIPALITY) establishing a procedure for obtaining or providing appropriate protective equipment, instruments, antidotes, and clothing to perform assigned tasks in a hazardous chemical or radiological environment and identifying medical facilities with decontamination and evaluation capabilities.

F. The Emergency Management Coordinator and/or Unified Command is responsible for ensuring that deployed radiological monitors provide appropriate data to the EOC.

G. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for assuring that proper radiological monitoring is in place at all public fallout shelters planned for use.

H. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for the radiological training of the jurisdiction's field forces, maintaining jurisdictional equipment for radiation hazard evaluation and exposure control and maintaining dose records for emergency workers and ensuring that dosimeters are read and reported at appropriate frequencies.

VII. CONTINUITY OF GOVERNMENT FOR RADILOGICAL PROTECTION AND RESPONSE 

A. There is a need for a line of succession for the person responsible for the radiological protection functions that ensures continuous leadership, authority, and responsibility.  The Emergency Management Coordinator and the personnel working within this function will be kept informed of the following line of succession:

1. Emergency Management Coordinator

2. Deputy Coordinator (OR INSERT APPROPRIATE INDIVIDUAL)
3. Deputy Coordinator (OR INSERT APPROPRIATE INDIVIDUAL) 
4. Hazardous Material Coordinator (County)

5. Public Health Coordinator (INSERT APPROPRIATE PUBLIC HEALTH AGENCY)
B. Essential records and logs will be protected and preserved in accordance with standing departmental orders of each department or responding agency.  Records and logs pertaining to radiological protection will be forwarded to the Emergency Management Coordinator to ensure that a complete record of the emergency is available for and After-Action Report or other post incident needs.
VIII. ADMINISTRATION AND LOGISTICS

A. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for maintenance of all records and reports required for the radiological protection functions in an emergency.

B. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for records of expenditures for the radiological protection functions in an emergency.

C. The procedures for obtaining supplies and equipment during an emergency will be in accordance with standing departmental orders as outlined in the Resource Management Annex. These procedures apply to both jurisdictional and mutual aid agencies. 
IX. ANNEX DEVELOPMENT AND MAINTENANCE

A. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for the maintenance of the Radiological Protection Annex and for ensuring that necessary changes and revisions   to the annex are prepared, coordinated, approved, and distributed.

B. The Emergency Management Coordinator is responsible for review and updating of the Radiological Protection Annex, SOPs, and attachments based on After-Action Reports created as a result of drills, exercises, and actual emergencies on an annual basis.
